However, before starting your project, please be reminded to contact the "ACC" for approval of your plans, color, material and timetable.

The Architectural  Control Committee for the Association (the "ACC") is charged with the responsibility to grant or withhold architectural review approval of all changes in the design of a property after original construction.  If you plan any modification, alterations or enhancements to your property, you must first submit written request to the "ACC."  A copy of the form required is available in the newsletter, at the Chaparral website, www.chaparralmanagement.com. 

Please submit your written requests to Chaparral Management.  The average turn around time for review and approval is usually less than two (2) weeks.   By following this simple procedure, the curb appeal of the neighborhood will continue to be an asset to the community.  Thanks in advance for your cooperation.
